The 2026 athletics season was defined by growth, depth and high-level performance, with Stanford Lake 
College building momentum from Interhouse through to the Prestige Meet.

Interhouse (27 January) revealed exciting junior talent and strong senior leadership, setting the tone for the 
season. At the Independent Schools Meet (30 January), Stanford delivered a dominant performance, scoring 
622 points and winning the title for the 12th consecutive year. Zwivhuya Raulinga was named Senior Victor 
Ludorum, and the relay teams impressed with flawless execution and no DNFs.

At the Frikkie Deysel Meeting (6 February), athletes continued to improve, recording numerous Personal Bests 
and consistent podium finishes. Standout performers included Andani Rembuluwani, Lehlabille Tswaane, 
Mika Jones, Robbie Noel and Olivia Turner.

The Prestige Meet (13 February) in Louis Trichardt marked another highlight. Tiger Peniston broke two meet 
records in the U15 Shot Put and Discus, while senior athletes delivered strong podium performances across 
sprint and middle-distance events.

Five long-standing school records fell during the season, including new benchmarks set by Lehlabille 
Tswaane (400m, 800m), Robert Noel (1500m), Ru Ngwarai (U17 400m) and Thuto Hlungwane (U14 1500m).

Overall, the 2026 season reflected a balanced, competitive and unified athletics programme — with juniors 
stepping up, seniors leading strongly, and Stanford athletes excelling across all disciplines.
